For more than 200
years—from the early colonial period until the Victorian
era—Madeira was easily the most revered wine in
America. Wealthy families bought Madeira by the cask,
cherishing the wines through generations.

Over time, they learned to expect magic from their
Madeiras—nearly unimaginable complexity on the nose
and an ambrosial marriage of sweetness and tanginess
on the palate. They learned that Madeira is virtually

In addition to Barbeito and D’Oliveira, a few family
cellars in Madeira still have old wines, either in bottle,
demijohn or cask. They have been fortunate to tap

into some of these sources as well, securing some
extraordinary and irreplaceable wines. These families are
also invaluable blending wine sources for The Rare Wine
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CoJs “vintage character” Historic Series of wines.
