fter more than a century in unconscionable obscurity, Madeira is back.
Once America’s most celebrated wine, Madeira went out of style after
the War Between the States—the victim of both fashion and phylloxera.

For more than 200 years—from the
early colonial period until the Victorian era—Madeira was easily the
most revered wine in America. They learned that Madeira is virtually
immune to oxygen and that even old examples can be kept for months
once opened. And they learned that Madeira is capable of improving
for at least a century, and thriving for a century more. In addition to Barbeito and D’Oliveira, a
few family cellars in Madeira still have old wines, either in bottle, demijohn or cask. They have
been fortunate to tap into some of these sources as well, securing some extraordinary and
irreplaceable wines. These families are also invaluable blending wine sources for The Rare Wine
Co.’s “vintage character” Historic Series of wines.
