
Montchenot is a range released many 

years after the harvest. It's a blend of 

70% Cabernet Sauvignon, 20% Merlot 

and 10% Malbec, which they described 

as Left Bank Bordeaux with the 

Argentinean touch of Malbec. It's silky, 

complex, developed and polished, 

herbal and peppery, with a touch of 

paprika, still keeping the poise and 

freshness, even some fruit.
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
